Improper usage or omission of prepositions can lead to
confusion or ambiguity in communication. For example,
confusing "in" and "on" when referring to location can alter the
meaning of a sentence. Consider the difference between "The
cat is in the table" and "The cat is on the table." The first
sentence implies the cat is inside the table, which is likely not
